The second panel will deal with development, reconstruction and regional cooperation. It will 

include comments by His Excellency Dilyor Khakimov, Ambassador of Uzbekistan to Belgium; 

Mr Pierre Amilhat, Director of the Asia Directorate at DEVCO; Dr Masouda Jalal, President of 

the Jalal Foundation, Kabul, Afghanistan; and Mr Stephan Lampe, presenting the latest SADF 

Policy Brief. Both panels will be followed by a question and answer session and the event will 

conclude with a reception.
