The South Asia Democratic Forum was a partner in the Global India European Training Network, a PhD programme funded under the Marie Skłodowska-Curie actions (H2020 project co-funded by the European Commission). The Global India ETN brought together six leading European Universities, six leading Indian Universities, and six non-university partners so as to develop an integrated, multi-disciplinary and inter-sectoral PhD programme with focus on India’s emergence as a global regional power and its relationship with the EU. SADF hosted several doctoral students for a working secondment in their third year of research. More concretely, SADF supported the students’ field work, organised public events for the Global India program in collaboration with relevant EU institutions, and offered a platform for the students to present their work. The project started in May 2017 and ended in September 2020.
